Location map: – showing where on the BC or Pacific NW coast and/or portion thereof. Include chart number, as appropriate.  (Maximum 800 pixels wide).

Site plan: Should include:

· basic legal data - property boundaries, scale, north arrow, nearest roads, topographic contours or features, etc.

· surrounding land uses.

· shoreline environment – type of shoreline, shoreline structures, access points, riparian buffer, etc.

· foreshore and nearshore environment (as applicable) 

· other environmental features of the property - streams, wetlands, treed areas, critical habitat or environmentally sensitive areas (upland, foreshore, nearshore), bluffs, steep slopes, geological features, etc.

· location of buildings and impervious surfaces.

· Maximum 800 pixels wide

Site description: Brief description of the nature of the site (pre-development) and the development.
Shoreline issue(s):

· Challenges: Short statement – what were the shore-related challenges faced by the development? 
· Photo of Site before Development: “Before” pictures showing existing conditions, illustrating issues. (Maximum 800 pixels wide)
Project objective:

· Short statement of what the development was intended to achieve with respect to the shoreline.
Design solution: 

· Description: Identify the method used, if it has a commonly used title (e.g., beach nourishment, buried bulkhead, etc.) and any details specific to the project. 
· Design drawings: (Maximum 800 pixels wide)
· Construction date/timeframe:
· Construction Photos: ‘During’ pictures of installation (Maximum 800 pixels wide)

· Completed project photos: ‘After’ pictures of finished condition (Maximum 800 pixels wide)

Costs:

· Design - including permitting/approvals, environmental assessments and engineering.

· Execution – materials, construction, etc.

Results: 

· Discussion: – what’s happened? Did the project achieve the stated objective?

· Monitoring: - 3 month, 6 month, 1-5 year results, beyond 5 years (as applicable).

· Evolution of Site: Include pictures of the ‘evolution’ of the site, as applicable.  (Maximum 800 pixels wide)
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
